Tag Rugby 

On Tuesday afternoon a team of Y6 pupils travelled over to Shenley Academy to represent the school at the Level 2 School 

Games Tag Rugby Competition. With eight schools and ten teams competing, the teams were split into two leagues of five 

teams. Each team played the other four teams in the league, earning three points for a win and one point for a draw. The top 

two teams from each league then progressed to the semi-finals. 

Our team started the competition well, with a convincing 5-2 (five tries to two) victory over Welsh House Farm, thanks to some 

impressive running with ball in hand by Rico Shergill and Lucas Parkes.  

The second game, against a strong St Mary’s, was a tale of mistakes and missed opportunities. St. Mary’s scored two quick tries 

and despite a spirited fight back, we fell to a 5-3 defeat. The team entered the third game against Raddlebarn knowing that a 

second defeat would make it virtually impossible to qualify from the group. The teams matched each other try for try in the 

opening stages of the game, with Rico & Lucas again scoring the tries. Some tenacious defence from Malayeka Mirza, Fran Mills 

and Hana Abdel-Dayem repelled wave after wave of Raddlebarn attacks. But, in the end the pressure told and Raddlebarn 

scored a late try to win 4-3. 

The Chad Vale team went into the final game looking to restore some pride and finish the competition on a high. Despite falling 

behind to Bellfield, they fought back bravely with tries from Rico and Haris Alqab. With the scores level at 3-3 the team then 

produced their try of the tournament with Lucas, Fran and Rico linking up to put Zayan Jamil away for a fantastic score. Rico 

added a fourth to secure a 4-2 victory that earned the team a third place finish in the group.     

Despite being disappointed not to qualify for the semi-finals, everyone who played agreed that they had a great time at the 

competition and are now looking forward to taking part in the Inter Form Rugby Competition being played back at Chad Vale 

after Easter.
